
Physical - Heavyn is very good at all her physical needs. She can run, jump, walk up and down stairs great, and she can ride the bikes this year. We went to the bike room for gross motor time, we got there and she was so excited to show me she could ride the big orange bike this year. She got the bike out of the closet, turned around and said “Watch Lady C, I can ride the bike!” (See picture 1) Outside she is good at climbing up the stairs to the slide and going down the slide.
Cognitive - Heavyn is very good at counting. She loves science experiments, Ms.Gina would do science experiments sometimes during work time and if the kids wanted to do them they could, and Heavyn always came over and did the science experiments. She also loves to play in shaving cream or the sensory table with items such as colored rice to fill and empty. She also loves the outdoors and the bugs. She is not a very girly girl she loves to get dirty.
Social-emotional - Heavyn is very social in class. She does not just play with the girls she plays with boys and girls all the time. She loves to play with toys (See picture 2) she loves to play in the Dora doll house with her friends it’s a doll house based around the T.V. show Dora the Explorer. I have no concerns with her social skills. She is very outgoing and plays with everyone in her two different classes.
Language - Her language is good. She loves to read books. When I see her she always asks me to read at least two books to her. She needs work on writing her name. They write their name in class, but she needs help on holding the pencil the right way. (See picture 3) She is very good at the book that has pictures of different items and places. She knows almost the whole book.  

Approach to Learning - Heavyn is very interested in learning. She did a very good job on our valentine heart pattern activity. (See picture 4) She also loves to play in the block area and build different stuff with the blocks. (See picture 5) She also loves to play in the house area all the time. She wants to be the mommy when they play house. She is very good at pretend play as a mommy to feed the babies and her other kids. Heavyn also loves to play with the play dough she made me cookies and hot dogs one day at the play dough station. 
Creative - Heavyn loves the art area. She draws or paints at least one picture every day in her classes. (see picture 6) She is also very creative with her drawings. There is a drawing she did in this portfolio, she drew it and I asked her “what is the picture you are drawing?” Heavyn answered me “It’s a zombie Lady C!”  After that we had a whole conversation about zombies and she is very interested in them! I have no concerns with her in the creative area. She loves the arts and to play dress-up also loves to act out and play house.
Conclusions - I really enjoyed this project, learning how much Heavyn has grown since my toddler class last school year. She is at all the appropriate development stages in the K.D.I’s. If I was concerned about anything it would be her struggle to sound out certain words and her holding a pencil and learning to write her name. She can say her first and last name, but has a difficult time writing her name. (See the ASQ I did on her). She is also very independent, with such tasks as eating, going to the bathroom, and washing her hands correctly.  
Recommendations - The goals I would set up for Heavyn would be, to help her sound letters and use words more often and continue to practice learning to write her name. Also help her learn how to hold the pencil correctly. Another goal I would set for her to get her to stay focused more on the learning activity. She does a very good job at the learning activity it just seems she gets bored with it fast and shuts down. I would make my objective for her to be able to write at least her first name by the end of next year. I will continue to foster her learning by going up to the school and seeing how she has grown and what she has learn. When I get asked to come to her house to babysit we might work on her writing her name, have her brothers and sister show her how they write their name.
Closing Statement-
I am very happy with what I learned with this activity. I also learned a lot more about the Neering family then I knew being her teacher for two years. It was very interesting to learn how to incorporate the KDI’s with her developmental growing. Thank you to the Neering family for letting me, do this project on your daughter Heavyn.
